I will respect my own and others’ property and I will not mark or write on any book unless instructed by a
teacher. | will look after any surface, notice board, smartboard, whiteboard, desk and all other furniture.

I will respect my school surroundings and place my bags and belongings in my locker; I will not leave them
in walkways or doorways where they can cause an obstruction.

I will avoid creating litter by following the 3 Rs (3 rules of conservation): Reduce, Re-use, and Recycle. If |
do find or generate litter, then | will clear it up.

I will take sole responsibility for my possessions and will not bring valuables such as cameras, electronic
gadgets, or jewellery into the school, unless with the previously agreed permission of the teacher.
